
   WARDLE FAMILY YMCA POLICIES 
 

 

 

___ Locker Room Policy –If you have a child with you, you must use the family bathrooms for changing needs, and you 

may use the boys or girls locker rooms to pass through to the pool area. If you are over the age of 18, you must use the 

adult locker rooms. A special needs dressing room is available. Please lock up all valuables or leave them at home. Lockers 

are for day use only. You can secure a locker for a small fee either monthly, semi-annually or annually.  

 

*If you decide to rent a locker you must maintain the cleanliness of the locker on a weekly basis. You are required to obtain 

your own lock and key for your assigned locker. You cannot switch your assigned locker without prior approval. The YMCA 

will have the right to cut the lock off the assigned locker if it is failed to be kept clean or if you leave the YMCA without proper 

notice. If this happens, your items will be kept by the YMCA for 30 days; after that time, your items will be discarded or 

donated. The YMCA will not be responsible for lost or stolen items or the cleanliness of your locker rental. 

 

___ Youth Policy Children 12 years old and under must have a parent present in the building unless they are a participant 

in an organized activity. 

 

___ Dress Policy Shoes and shirts must be worn in the gym, fitness center and other indoor activities. 

 

___ Pool Policy Shower before entering the pool. No cutoffs. Children ages 7 and up can use the pool without a parent 

during Family Recreational Swim Time only if they can pass the swim test and the parent(s) stays in the building. 

 

___ Guest Policy As a member, your unit (family, adult, sr. adult, etc.) can bring in (2) LOCAL RESIDENTS OF BEAUFORT 

COUNTY for one visit at $5.00 per person for the express purpose of experiencing the YMCA and becoming a member 

themselves. If there are more than two guests, the additional guests will be charged the day pass fee of $15.00. 

 

As a member, you are able to bring your OUT OF TOWN guest(s) (not a resident of Beaufort County) for a fee of $5.00 per 

person for an unlimited number of visits. OUT OF TOWN ID is required.  

 

If you visit without a current member, all rates and reasons apply as stated above.  

 

Guest registration is required prior to participation in any/all YMCA program(s), activity or use of the facility. If you are a 

BEAUFORT COUNTY RESIDENT, after one visit, you are required to purchase membership or pay $15.00 per visit per person 

to use our facility. 

 

___ Fitness Center Policy As a safety precaution, children under the age of 13 are not permitted in the fitness center. 

Children ages 13-15 may use the fitness center only if their parent/guardian is in the fitness center with them at all times. 

 

___ Nationwide Membership Out of town guest(s) from other YMCA’s are able to use the facility for free if their home 

YMCA participates in the Nationwide Membership Program. However, if this member uses our YMCA for 28+ days 

consecutively, they will be asked to make Wardle Family their home YMCA. If your current YMCA deems your 

membership ineligible, you must follow our guest policy (see above). If the member’s home Y does not participate, 

they will be allowed 4 free visits per month. After 4 visits in a one month period, they will be required to pay a $5.00 guest 

fee for each additional visit. 

 

The Wardle Family YMCA takes pride in being a safe and secure environment for all staff, members and program 

participants.  For this reason, we require each and every Y employee, Y member and Y program participant to have their 

photo on file and check-in at the YMCA front desk upon each and every visit. We also require a waiver to be signed for 

liability to use our facility.  

 

This effort will only take a few seconds of your time and will certainly ensure that the YMCA is indeed a safe place to work 

and exercise! Our goal is 100% check-in among EVERYONE…so please help us! 

 

If you forget your 
membership card, please visit the front desk, so they can check you in. Please provide your last name and then your first
